Accompanying public program: Help CUE’s current artists-in-residence duo, LoVid, create an interactive art piece.
During the opening reception, students and visitors will be invited to participate in a collaborative weaving project with
CUE’s resident artist duo, LoVid, in their on-site studio. A/V wires will replace the traditional weaving materials to construct
a colorful and “wireful” space. This piece will allow participants of all ages to reflect on the interconnections between people
through technology in an era of networked communications.

The Joan Mitchell Foundation’s Saturday Studios Art
Education Program partners with community organizations
around the city to provide free art education to students of all
ability levels who might not otherwise experience the visual
arts. The Saturday Studios Program is an intensive workshop
series for students who want to build their creative and
perceptual skills. Students in grades 4-12 work weekly during
the school year with two professional artist-teachers in the
classroom. Students learn drawing, painting, and sculpture
techniques while exploring the history of art and improving their
critical thinking skills. The Foundation also provides students
with guidance during portfolio preparation for high school and
college admissions.
