Four 

hundred and eighteen sheep figurines, ranging in 

size from tiny to small, graze in a tidy grid on a 

nearby pedestal. Video footage on televised 

sports—a compilation of golf balls soaring 

through blurry skies, four performances of one 

routine by the figure skater Michelle Kwan—

underscore the mood of sublime absurdity.
